Before installing the oven have a qualified elg
trician verify that your home is provided with a
equate electrical service and that the addition of
oven will not overload the branch circuit on whic
it is to be installed. A separate three-wire or fo
wire single phase, 240 Volt, 60 Hz, or a 208 \olt,
Hz branch circuit is required.

NOTE: For use with 208V, 60 Hz supply voltag
seeConnecting to 208 Volt Circuit.

For hook-up of the oven you will need to have
approved junction box installed where it will be ea
ily reached through the front of the cabinet wh¢
the oven will be located. The oven has 3 feet of ¢
duit. Allow two to three feet of slack in the line s
that the oven can be moved if servicing is ever n
essary.
