Your safety and the safety of others are very important.

We have provided many important safety messages in this manual for your appliance. Always read and

Before the freezer is used, it must be properly positioned and installed as
described in this manual, so read the manual carefully. To reduce the risk of fire,
electrical shock or injury when using the freezer, follow basic precaution,
including the following:

A DANGER A

Plug into a grounded 3-prong outlet, do not remove grounding prong, do not use an adapter, and do
not use an extension cord.

Replace all panels before operating.

It is recommended that a separate circuit, serving only your freezer be provided. Use receptacles
that cannot be turned off by a switch or pull chain.

Never clean freezer parts with flammable fluids. These fumes can create a fire hazard or explosion.
And do not store or use gasoline or other flammable vapors and liquids in the vicinity of this or any
other appliance. The fumes can create a fire hazard or explosion.

Before proceeding with cleaning and maintenance operations, make sure the power line of the unit
is disconnected.

Do not connect or disconnect the electric plug when your hands are wet.

Unplug the freezer or disconnect power before cleaning or servicing. Failure to do so can result in
electrical shock or death.

Do not attempt to repair or replace any part of your freezer unless it is specifically recommended in
this manual. All other servicing should be referred to a qualified technician.

A WARNING A

FOLLOW WARNING CALL OUTS BELOW ONLY WHEN APPLICABLE TO YOUR MODEL
Use two or more people to move and install freezer. Failure to do so can result in back or other
injury.
To ensure proper ventilation for your freezer, the front of the unit must be completely unobstructed.
Choose a well-ventilated area with temperatures above 60°F (16 C) and below 90°F (32°C). This
unit must be installed in an area protected from the element, such as wind, rain, water spray or
drips.
The freezer should not be located next to ovens, grills or other sources of high heat.
The freezer must be installed with all electrical, water and drain connections in accordance with
state and local codes. A standard electrical supply (115 V AC only, 60 Hz), properly grounded in
accordance with the National Electrical Code and local codes and ordinances is required.
Do not kink or pinch the power supply cord of freezer.
The fuse (or circuit breaker) size should be 15 amperes.
It is important for the freezer to be leveled in order to work properly. You may need to make several
adjustments to level it.
All installation must be in accordance with local plumbing code requirements.
Make certain that the pipes are not pinched or kinked or damaged during installations.
Check for leaks after connection.
Never allow children to operate, play with or crawl inside the freezer.
Although the unit has been tested at the factory, due to long-term transit and storage, the first batch
of cubes must be discarded.
Do not use solvent-based cleaning agents of abrasives on the interior. These cleaners may
damage or discolor the interior.
Do not use this apparatus for other than its intended purpose.

minimal changes in the level of the surface on which it is installed.

Countertop / Table Top Units
When installing units that can be placed on countertops, keep the following in mind:
e Surface (countertop) is flat, level, and strong enough to support the unit once it is fully
loaded.

e Surface is wide enough to accommodate the unit without any overhang.

o Surface is deep enough to accommodate the unit when the door is opened to 90°




INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
» Before Using Your Appliance

¢ Remove the exterior and interior packing.

e Check to be sure you have all of the following parts:
4 Removable drawer
1 Ice cube tray
1 Instruction Manual

e Before connecting the appliance to the power source, let it stand upright for approximately 2
hours. This will reduce the possibility of a malfunction in the cooling system from handling
during transportation.

e Clean the interior surface with lukewarm water using a soft cloth.

> Installation of Your Freezer

e Place your freezer on a floor that is strong enough to support the freezer when it is fully loaded.
To level your freezer, adjust the legs at the front of the freezer.

¢ Allow 5 inches of space between the back and sides of the freezer, which allows the proper air
circulation to cool the compressor.

e Locate the freezer away from direct sunlight and sources of heat (stove, heater, radiator, etc.).
Direct sunlight may affect the acrylic coating and heat sources may increase electrical
consumption. Extreme cold ambient temperatures may also cause the freezer not to perform
properly.

¢ Avoid locating the freezer in moist areas. Too much moisture in the air will cause frost to form
quickly on the evaporator requiring more frequent defrosting of the freezer.

e Plug the freezer into an exclusive properly installed-grounded wall outlet. Do not under any
circumstances cut or remove the third (ground) prong from the power cord. Any questions
concerning power and or grounding should be directed toward a certified electrician or an
authorized Avanti Products service center.

» Electrical Connection

N Warning #

Improper use of the grounded plug can result in the risk of electrical shock. If the power cord is
damaged, have it replaced by an authorized Avanti Products service center.

e This freezer should be properly grounded for your safety. The power cord of this freezer is equipped
with a three-prong plug which mates with standard three prong wall outlets to minimize the
possibility of electrical shock.

e Do not under any circumstances cut or remove the third ground prong from the power cord
supplied.

¢ Never use an extension cord to connect power to the unit.

e Never use a two-prong grounding adapter.

¢ Where a two-prong wall receptacle is encountered, contact a qualified electrician to have it replaced
with a 3-prong receptacle in accordance with applicable electrical codes.

e This freezer requires a standard 115/120 volts a.c.~/60hz electrical outlet with three-prong ground.

e The cord should be secured behind the freezer and not left exposed or dangling to prevent
accidental injury.

» Reversing the Door Swing of Your Freezer

This freezer has the capability of either opening the door from the left or right side. The unit is delivered
to you with the door opening from the left side. Should you desire to reverse the opening direction,
please call customer service for reversal instructions.
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OPERATING YOUR FREEZER

Temperature Control
The first time you turn the unit on set the temperature control to the maximum position.
The range of the temperature control is from position” 1" the warmest to “6 the coldest. After 24 to 48
hours, adjust the temperature control to the setting that best suites your needs. The setting of “3~4"
should be correct for home or office freezer use.

NOTE:
= [f the unit is unplugged, power lost, or turned off; you must wait 3 to 5 minutes before restarting
the unit. If you attempt to restart before this time delay, the freezer will not start.

Defrosting Your Freezer
When? For the most efficient operation and minimum energy consumption, defrost the freezer
compartment when the frost on the freezer walls is excessive or ¥4 inch thick.
How? To start defrosting, unplug the freezer, remove the food and baskets. After the frost or ice has
melted, discard the melted water and dry up the interior of refrigerator. Then the freezer can be
restarted by a turning its thermostat to the desired setting.

CAUTION
Do not use boiling water because it may damage the plastic parts. In addition, never use
a sharp or metallic instrument to remove frost as it may damage the cooling coils and
will void the warranty. We recommend using a plastic scraper.

o Use a sponge or towel to pick up the melting ice off the freezer floor.
¢ Remove the frozen food from the freezer and place it in a cooler to protect the food.

The Freezer Compartment

e This compartment is designed for the long term storage of frozen food.

e The storage life of frozen foods varies and the recommended storage time should not be
exceeded. The instructions regarding the care of frozen foods should be followed when
defrosting the freezer.

e Pre-packed commercially frozen food should be stored in accordance with the frozen foods
manufacturer’s instructions for a three star frozen food storage compartment or home freezer.

¢ Place frozen food into the freezer as quickly as possible after purchase. If there are instructions
on the packet, carefully follow these instructions regarding storage times.

e The freezer door is susceptible to breaking due to excessive ice build up. Be sure to defrost
when the ice reaches ¥ inch thick.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

Cleaning Your Freezer

¢ Unplug the freezer, and remove the food, and baskets.

e Wash the inside with a warm water and baking soda solution. The solution should be about 2
tablespoons of baking soda to a quart of water.

e Wash the baskets with a mild detergent solution.

e The outside of the freezer should be cleaned with mild detergent and warm water.

CAUTION
Failure to unplug the freezer could result in electrical shock or personal injury.



e Power Failure
Most power failures are corrected within a few hours and should not affect the temperature of
your freezer if you minimize the number of times the door is opened. If the power is going to be
off for a longer period of time, you need to take the proper steps to protect your food.

Vacation Time
During long absences, remove all the food; unplug your freezer, clean your freezer, and leave the
door open slightly to avoid possible formation of condensation, mold, or odors.

Moving Your Freezer

¢ Remove all the food.

e Securely tape down all loose items inside your freezer.

e Turn the leveling screws up to the base to avoid damage.

e Tape the door shut.

e Be sure the freezer stays in the upright position during transportation.

Energy Saving Tips

e The freezer should be located in the coolest area of the room, away from heat producing
appliances or heating ducts, and out of the direct sunlight.

e Let hot foods cool to room temperature before placing in the freezer. Overloading the freezer
forces the compressor to run longer. Foods that freeze too slowly may lose quality, or spoil.

e Be sure to wrap foods properly, and wipe containers dry before placing them in the freezer.
This cuts down on frost build-up inside the freezer.

o Freezer storage baskets should not be lined with aluminum foil, wax paper, or paper toweling.
Liners interfere with cold air circulation, making the freezer less efficient.

¢ Organize and label food to reduce door openings and extended searches. Remove as many
items as needed at one time, and close the door as soon as possible.
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PROBLEMS WITH YOUR FREEZER?

You can solve many common freezer problems easily, saving you the cost of a possible service call. Try
the suggestions below to see if you can solve the problem before calling the servicer.

TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

Freezer does not operate.

Check to assure that the freezer is level.

As each cycle ends, you may hear gurgling
sounds caused by the flow of refrigerant in your
freezer.

Contraction and expansion of the inside walls may
cause popping and crackling noises.

The gasket is dirty.

The baskets are out of position.

INSTRUCCIONES PARA LA INSTALACION

Antes de usar su artefacto

Retire la envoltura interna y externa.

Verifique que tenga las siguientes partes: 1 gaveta de almacenaje, 3 canastas, 1 llave del
Termostato, 1 manual de instrucciones y 1 espatula de plastico

Antes de conectar su electrodoméstico a la corriente eléctrica, ubiquelo en una superficie plana por
lo menos por 2 horas. Esto reducira la posibilidad de malfuncionamiento en el sistema de
enfriamiento por el manipuleo durante el transporte.

Limpie la superficie interior con agua tibia usando un trapo suave.

Instalacién de su congelador

Ubique su congelador en un piso que sea lo suficientemente fuerte para soportar su peso cuando
este totalmente lleno o cargado. Para nivelar el congelador, ajuste las patas delanteras.

Deje aproximadamente 5 pulgadas de espacio entre la parte trasera y los costados de su
electrodoméstico, asi permitira la circulacion de aire necesaria para enfriar el compresor.
Mantenga su congelador alejado del aire caliente, vapor o liquidos que puedan salpicarlo, ya que la
unidad podria averiarse.

Los rayos solares directos pueden malograr la capa acrilica, y las fuentes de calor pueden
ocasionar un aumento en el consumo eléctrico. Manténgalo lo mas alejado posible del agua para
prevenir algin choque eléctrico. Evite los sitios himedos y los ambientes extremadamente frios ya
que esto puede afectar la eficiencia del enfriamiento de su congelador.

Evite ubicar su congelador en areas mojadas o muy hiimedas. Mucha humedad en el aire puede
causar la formacién de escarcha rapidamente y necesitara descongelar su congelador mas
frecuentemente.

Conecte el congelador a un enchufe de pared exclusivo e instale el cable de tierra. Bajo ninguna
razén se debe retirar la tercera punta del enchufe. Cualquier consulta con respecto a la energia y/o
cable de tierra debe ser dirigida a un electricista certificado o autorizado por el Servicio Técnico de
Avanti Products.
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» Conexidn eléctrica

Este electrodoméstico debe ser conectado a tierra. En el caso que ocurra un corto circuito, la
conexion atierrareduce el riesgo de recibir un choque eléctrico ya que cuenta con un alambre
para el escape de la corriente eléctrica. Este electrodoméstico esta equipado con un enchufe
gue consta de tres puntas, la tercera punta es la conexion a tierra. Este enchufe debe ser
insertado a un enchufe de pared que este correctamente instalado con la conexion a tierra.

consta de un enchufe de tres puntas que va conectado al enchufe de pared.

» Control de temperatura

e Su congelador tiene un control que regula la temperatura. El control de temperatura esta
ubicado en la esquina inferior a mano derecha.

e La primera vez que encienda el congelador, ponga la temperatura en la posicion de
enfriado maximo, usando la llave del termostato provista. (Si extravia la llave, puede usar
una moneda o un destornillador plano).

e El control de temperatura va desde lo mas caliente “1” a lo mas frio “6”. Después de 24 a
48 horas, ajuste el control de temperatura al nivel que usted necesite. El nivel “4” es el mas
adecuado para uso en la casa u oficina.

e Para detener el ciclo de congelamiento, voltee el control de temperatura a “OFF”

NOTA:
e Sigiralatemperatura a la posicion “OFF” detendra el ciclo de enfriamiento, esto no significa
que apagara el congelador.
e Sila unidad se desconecta, pierde corriente o se apaga la llave principal, tendra que esperar 3
a 5 minutos para volver a reiniciar la unidad. Si usted intenta reiniciar antes de este tiempo su
congelador no encendera.

ADVERTENCIA
No use agua hirviendo porque dafara las partes de plastico. Tampoco use puntas o
instrumentos metdlicos para retirar la escarcha ya que dafiara el espiral de enfriamiento y
cancelaré la garantia.

Compartimiento de su congelador

CUIDADO Y MANTENIMIENTO

» Limpiando su congelador

e Gire el control de temperatura a “OFF”, desconecte el congelador y retire los
alimentos.

e Lave el interior con agua tibia y un trapo suave remojado en una solucién de
bicarbonato de sodio. La solucion consiste en 2 cucharadas de bicarbonato de sodio y
un litro de agua.

e Lave la canasta de almacenaje con un detergente suave.

e Las partes externas de su congelador deben ser limpiadas con un detergente suave y
agua tibia.

Si falla el suministro eléctrico
