Operating Steps

Read Washing Procedures in your Owner's Guide.

Itexplainsthese operating stepsindetail.

1. Sort laundry into loads that can be washed
together.
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2. Prepare items for washing.
3. Pretreat stains and heavy soil.

4. Add the measured amount of detergent to
wash tub.

5. Ifdesired, add liquid bleach to bleach dispenser.
6. Add laundry load to wash tub.

7. If desired, add liquid fabric softener to fabric
softenerdispenser.

8. Setcycleselectorand washer controls according
to type, size, and soil level of each load.

9. Close lid and pull cycle selector knob to start
washer.Thewasherwill notagitate orspin with the
lidopen.

10.Remove items at end of cycle. Wait about 2
minutes forsafety lid lock torelease.

Cycle Selection

Always follow instructions on fabriccare labels.

The Whites/Regular, Colors/Perm Press and Knits &
Delicates cycles provide aspray rinse during the first
spin, followed by adeeprinse and final spin.

Whites/Regular Cycle

Provides up to 15 minutes of wash agitation for most

fabrics.

e PowerSpin provides 12 minutes of spinatthe
selectedspinspeedformaximumremoval of water.
This conserves energy by reducingdrying time.

Colors/Perm Press Cycle

Provides upto 12 minutes of wash agitation for cottons

andblendswithano-ironfinish.

* Selectthe Perm Press Prewash setting to help
loosensoiland remove stains before washing. Add
recommended amountof detergent and other
laundry products desired to tub. Add load. Select
acold waterrinse, appropriate load size and fast
agitation speed. Load will agitate 4 minutes, drain
and spin. Follow Perm Press Prewash witha
complete Perm Press cycle.
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Cycle Selection (continued)
Knits & Delicates Cycle

Provides 6 minutes of wash agitation forthe gentle care
ofknitand delicateitems.

Hand Wash

Provides3minutesof agitationforthegentlecareofhand
washableitems.

Soak & Prewash Cycle
Soak
¢ UseSoaktotreatheavilysoiledorstaineditems.Soak
provides 3 minutes of agitation and 12 minutes of
soaking time. The load then advances into the
Prewash portion ofthe cycle.

¢ Usetheamountof detergentrecommended fora
normalwash cycle.If desired, use bleach orasoaking
agentfor colorfastitems.

¢ TheSoakwatertemperatureisthesameastherinse
watertemperatureselected.

¢ Follow Soak with a complete wash cycleusing the
normalamountofdetergent.

Prewash

¢ UsePrewashwhensoakingisnotnecessary.Prewash
helpsremove protein-basedstainssuchasmilk, grass
andblood. Italso helpsloosen soils before washing.
Prewash provides 3 minutes of wash agitation.

¢ Usetheamountof detergentrecommendedfora
normalwash cycle.

¢ ThePrewash watertemperatureisthesameasthe
wash watertemperatureselected. Toavoidsetting
proteinstains, selectcold water.

¢ FollowPrewashwithacompletewashcycleusingthe
normalamountofdetergent.

ExtraRinse Cycle
Use ExtraRinse toremove excess detergentfrom
heavilysoiledloads. ExtraRinse provides 3 minutes
of rinse agitation, then a9 minute spin.

e SelectExtraRinse YES toautomaticallyincludean
extrarinse atthe end of the Whites/Regular cycle.

e SelectExtraRinse NOto conserve waterwhenan
extrarinseisnotdesired.

Controls

Always follow instructions on fabric care labels.

WASH/RINSETEMPERATURE sets water temperatures
forwashingandrinsing. Selectwashwatertemperature
accordingtofibercontent, soilleveland typeofdetergent.
Acoldwaterrinse saves energy and reduces wrinkling.
Thefollowing chartsuggests wash/rinse temperatures
forbasicfabrictypes.

Wash/Rinse
FabricType Temperature
Heavily soiled white/colorfast Hot/Cold
cotton, permpress
Lightly soiled white/colorfast Warm/Cold
cotton, permpress
Noncolorfastfabrics, knits,
delicates, hand washables Cold/Cold
Washablewoolens

LOAD SIZE sets the amountof wash and rinse water for
thewashload. Selectawaterlevel appropriate forthe
load size. There should be enough waterforitems to
movefreely.

*Toincrease water level after the wash cycle begins,
turnthe Load Size control toResetand hold. When
water beginsto enterthetub, turnthe control tothe
desiredsetting.

Energy Saving Tips
e Wash fullloads. Oversizeloads use extraenergy.
Undersizeloads waste energy.

¢ Whensmallwashloads cannotbeavoided, use
lower waterlevels.

e Selectthe appropriate cycle and time foreach
load. Shorten wash timesforlightly soiled loads.

® Toreducedrying time, selectafastspinspeed
toremove more water from heavy items such
astowelsand jeans.

¢ Use warm water to wash mostloads. Limithot
waterwashestoheavily soiled and whiteloads.
Use cold water for lightly soiled items and
rinsing.

e Operate the washerin early morningand late
evening when utility demands arelow.

¢ Follow proper laundry procedures to avoid
rewashing.
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
