Electrical, Water And Code Requirements
The washers have a 220 V line that plugs into an ASKO dryer or a standard 220 V, 20 amp single phase outlet. ASKO

dryers plug into standard 220V, 30 amp circuit. The washers connect to the cold-water outlet. The water pressure must be
between 15 — 146 PSI. Second floor (above grade) installations must meet all local building codes.
